WHA staff will schedule your legislative visit with your State Senator and State Representative based
on your home address. You will attend with constituents of your home district.
Meetings will last approximately 30 minutes and are scheduled from 2:15 - 2:45 p.m. and 3:00 - 3:30 p.m. on April 9.
